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            How do I know where the offender is?

After an offender is sentenced to TDCJ, they will remain in the
County Jail until there is a space available for them at TDCJ.

For notification of their release from the County Jail, you may 

register with the Texas VINE (Victim Information Notification 

Everyday) by calling 1-877-894-8463 or by visiting www.vinelink.com.

You will need to know the correct spelling of the offender’s name to search and sign up for notification, and it would also be helpful to have their date of birth.  You may also contact the Coryell County Jail at 254-865-7201 x 32 to inquire about whether an offender is in custody at the jail.  Please note that when an offender is transferred from the County Jail to TDCJ, the message that you will receive from the VINE is that the offender has been released from the County Jail.  This does not mean that the offender is “getting out” but that they are being transferred.
Once an offender is transferred from the County Jail to TDCJ, they will be assigned a TDCJ Identification Number within a few days.  You may contact TDCJ Victim Services at 1-800-848-4284 to sign up for notification about changes in the offender’s status.  They will send you a letter whenever the offender has an upcoming parole eligibility date or if there is another change in the offender’s status, such as the offender dying while in custody or escaping from custody.  
You may also search for information about an offender in TDCJ by going online to http://168.51.178.33/webapp/TDCJ/index2.htm and entering the offender’s name.   This website will also provide information about when the offender will be eligible for parole, length of sentence, etc.
As a victim of crime or someone affected by a crime, you have the right to protest the parole of and offender by sending parole protest letters.  These letters will be placed in the offender’s file.  The offender will never have the opportunity to read these letters but the Parole Review Board will consider these letters when making a decision about whether to release the offender.  

Victims may also be present at the parole hearings or give an opinion by telephone to the TDCJ Parole Review Board.  For more information about this option, contact TDCJ Victim Services at 1-800-848-4284.
